ELIGIBILITY   Any student who is a member of the 2022-2023 school cheer squad may participate. 
Entry forms must be signed by the cheer Coach OR Principal.

ENTRY FEES   Fee is $30 per squad per Cheer, Dance or Game Day Division. In case of a cancellation, the entry fee is non-refundable. Make checks payable to: Darke County Agricultural Society.
PERFORMANCE AREA   The performance area will be 42 ft. wide x 30 ft. deep mat area on a concrete slab on the ground. Facing the performance area, you will enter from the left and exit on the right. Your performance must be on the mat at-all-times. 
ROUTINE AND TIME    Pee Wee Division will not be permitted to do Stunts, Lifts or Tricks. Jr High Division will not be permitted to do Stunts or Lifts. Dance Division must consist of all music & no cheers. Cheer/Dance non-mount Division may consist of chants, cheers, dance portion (must not exceed 1 minute 30 seconds).  Game Day Division will consist of crowd cheer, defense or offense chant, band dance(not fight song) & fight song(can be the half version). All routines have a maximum (no minimum) limit of 2 minutes and 30 seconds. Timing will begin and end with the first and last organized movement on and final pose formation. Props may be placed on the stage before performance start. Tumbling, poms, signs, and other appropriate props are encouraged. Mounts are not permitted, and those who do mount will be disqualified. The use of mini tramps, knee drops, toe pitches or standing on another’s shoulders are not permitted. Foot protection must be worn during all performances. 
MUSIC   All music must be on CD and taken to the music table one performance ahead of your time. PLEASE BRING A BACKUP CD.  Each squad must start the music at the appropriate time and remain at the table to take the CD when finished. Please make sure that your CD is not scratched. 

A copyright release or proof of purchase for your music must be provided upon registration in order to perform. 
JUDGING & SCORING  There will be at least 3 qualified Judges for this competition. The total score of all Judges will be added together to determine the final placing. All divisions will be judged separately. The decision rendered by the Judges concerning scores and rules interpretation will be accepted as final and shall not be questioned. The overall safety of each squad will be evaluated by the Judges at all times. 
WARM-UP   Each squad will receive a 2 minute designated practice time on the performance area. Teams that miss their allotted practice time may be denied the opportunity to practice ensuring the competition begins promptly at 11:30 am. 
RAIN   In the event that the competition cannot be held at the grandstand because of rain or storms, the competition will be moved to the Greenville High School gymnasium at 100 Greenwave Way.  All individuals will enter through the cafeteria door entrance.

AWARDS   1st – 3rd place awards will go to Pee Wee, Jr High, High School & Game Day Divisions. If less than 3 entries are in a Division, only 1st place will be awarded. A spirit award will be presented to the School demonstrating the most spirit during the entire contest.
                  ***No air horns are permitted at the competition.

FREE ADMISSION to Cheerleaders, Bus drivers, Coaches and Judges only and will be admitted to the fairgrounds FREE AT GATE 5  on the day of the contest. Gate 5 is on State Route 121 at the south edge of Greenville. Admission to the Grandstand is $3.00 per person for spectators. Spectators will be charged admission to the fairgrounds or use their 9-day fair pass. Fair admission is not refundable. 
YOU MUST HAVE AN INFIELD PASS TO ENTER THE INFIELD. EACH INFIELD PASS IS ONLY GOOD FOR ONE VEHICLE.
***NO ONE ALLOWED IN THE GRANDSTAND OR INFIELD BEFORE 9:30 A.M.***

COMPETITION ORDER & WARM-UP Squads will be advised of their performance order and time with the final instruction letter which will be mailed or emailed by August 9th. A representative from each squad must register at least one half hour prior to their performance time. Performance order may be advanced and squads must be ready to perform if called early. In case of rain, this contest will be moved to Greenville High School (See rain paragraph).
